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My School Days

Back when | studied in Vani Bharati,
Rishra, it appeared to be a simple
suburban school. There was a functional
building, a small but well manicured
garden, a courtyard with shady mango
trees and cemented benches and some
small cottages, which used to house
kindergarten and lower primary classes.
The school uniform was fairly simple as
well. Instead of fancy blazers, we had red
jumpers or cardigans ; and often a lot of
us wore hand knitted sweaters made by
our mothers, grandmothers and aunts. We
had no canteen, but the lack of it was well
compensated by the idli vendor, who sold
some of the tastiest idlies I’ve ever had,
just outside the gates. Later perhaps a
dosa vendor joined in as well. The most
exciting things were sold by a man we
used to call “Tuntun”. He was named after
the small bell he chimed to draw our
attention. He had a number of forbidden
objects like fake cigarettes (candies which
looked like cigarettes), black salt (which
turned our tongue black) and Pepsi (sugar
and coloured ice water). The fanciest
thing that the school had was the coolers
that were installed when | was in standard
three. For the first few days, there was a
never-ending queue, of students waiting
to fill their bottles. Soon however, the
craze subsided and they became a regular
thing. Students were severely admonished
for flashing expensive things. Once, |
remember a girl got told off, by our then
class teacher, for bringing an expensive
“New Year” greeting card to class. The
school prepared us to appreciate and lead
a simple lifestyle and at the same time
never to compromise on excellence.

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It was most reflected in the way

our school enforced discipline and
‘brought the best out of its students

in terms of academic achievements.
Any act of indiscipline was dealt
with in the strictest possible manner
and often resulted in guardian calls.
Severe cases even led to expulsion
of the miscreants. Nobody dared
break the rules. We had to appear
for exams every month. These were
unlike class tests and gave an
experience of real time exam
situation as we had to hunt for our
seats which were allotted according
to our roll numbers. These
repetitive exams helped alleviate
the fear and anxiety associated with
the final exams and acquainted us
with the minute details related to
the final exams. Despite the fact
that the numbers scored in these
exams were never added to the final
results, we did not dare take these
lightly because poor performance in
these would result in guardian calls
as well. Repetition in the same class
for two consecutive years also
resulted in expulsion.

In class 10th, the school would
arrange for us extra coaching
classes, for which we had to arrive
an hour earlier before the school
hours. Although most of us students
cribbed about it back then, | think
all of us have later realized the
utility of those extra classes. They
helped a lot in revision work. While
all other schools conducted two pre
board examinations, our school
conducted four pre board
examinations on the entire syllabi of
two years.
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All these led to excellent performance by the
students in the board exams. Most of the
students would secure a first division with only a
couple of students being placed in second
division. Third division and compartmental were
unimaginable. This was the standard Vani Bharati
demanded from its students during my
schooldays and it has hence prepared us to strive
for the best we can achieve.
